In Japan, where attitudes
towards “LGBT” issues remain taboo, it's important to work towards gender equality and reduce
harassment.

Gay people in Japan do not have the same rights as others. They cannot marry, adopt children, and if
one partner dies, they cannot inherit their partner’'s property.

On December 2nd, 2022, a video was uploaded to an account called “Souichirou Kokusai Kouryuu.” In
the video, Souichirou interviews a Japanese man who shares his frustration: “Japan is still strict about
homosexuality. I am gay, and I have a boyfriend. We find it difficult because same-sex marriage is not
allowed in Japan.”

What can we do to live together with LGBTQ +people and create a better society?

To build a more inclusive future, we need to push for legal reforms and greater social acceptance of
LGBTQ + people.
